The	Deacon	Board	has	voted	to	call	a	special	meeting	on		
November	3,	for	the	following	purpose:		
The	Board	feels	very	strongly	that	the	Church	should	install	
a	camera	and	video	recording	system	with	cameras	in	every	
room	and	various	locations	outside	to	protect	the	people	
and	the	children	who	come	through	the	doors	of	our	church,	
both	regular	attendees	and	guests.	The	board	especially	
is	thinking	of	the	safety	of	the	children	of	Sunday	School	
Classes,	Nursery	School	Classes,	AWANA	and	for	the	Adults	
who	teach	and	care	for	the	young	children.	This	system	will	
cost	between	$35,000	and	$45,000.	The	Board	wishes	to	
borrow	the	money	from	the	Endowment	trust	at	a	zero		
interest	rate	and	pay	back	the	money	to	the	Endowment	
Trust	at	a	$1,000	a	month	starting	in	January	2020	as	part	of	
the	2020	Church	Budget.
